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Intro: for the curious among you

I wouldn’t be surprised if, for some of you, what you heard and saw Oct 13-15 at the Quaker Study is all you want to hear about Palestine and Israel for some time. However, for those of you who are interested in following up on the Quaker Study, either with a view to applying this info in your lives or out of curiosity, here are some suggested resources.

First off, I'd like to repeat my invitation to any of you wish to join my "Middle East Forwards e-list," where I share info about BDS and other nonviolent initiatives by Palestinian and Israeli and sometimes International groups. This happens rather sporadically and strongly influenced by my personal interests and what arrives in my mail box. If you'd like to join, please send me an email (maxineKL@shaw.ca) with "Join M.E. list" in the Subject heading.

So, for those who want to read more about Palestinian and Israeli nonviolent resistance and support by internationals, here are some suggested books, articles, and website URLs – not a complete list, by any means, but not a bad place to start, I think. Please don’t be overwhelmed by the number of suggestions. Just read what interests you the most.

I’ve divided the below list of books into three categories: 1) basic background info; 2) good supplementary reading—for deepening understanding of nonviolent resistance to the occupation by Palestinians and/or Israelis; 3) related material you might find of interest. In categories 1 and 2, I've added an additional designation to each: (a) Basic background on nonviolence primarily by Palestinians alone, (b) mainly about Israelis in support of Palestinians and/or Palestinians with Israeli support and/or Palestinians and Israelis in joint endeavours, and (c) Internationals in support of Palestinians, and/or Palestinians with International support.

Category 1 -Basic background info on Palestinian and Israeli nonviolent resistance... and International involvement/ support

Popular Resistance in Palestine: a history of hope and empowerment, Mazin Qumsiyeh (a) - see above.
The Politics of Protest: The Israeli Peace Movement and the Palestinian Intifada [i.e. the first Intifada - MKL], by Reuven Kaminer (b) (Sussex Academic Press 1996). Written by an Israeli historian who is also a long-time activist, this thorough examination of Israeli peace groups active during the first intifada—which includes analysis of the “family feud” between the more politically engaged or militant “critical left” and its more “moderate” sister groups—concentrates primarily on the Israeli peace movement, including several accounts of nonviolent actions, although it does give some attention to joint initiatives.

The Road Map to Nowhere: Israel/Palestine since 2003, Tanya Reinhart, 2006 - although the book, as the title suggests, is mainly about how "under cover of diplomatic successes, Israel is using the road map to strengthen its grip on the remaining occupied territories," the final chapter gives a fascinating, detailed account of the first three years of Palestinian-led joint nonviolent struggle centred on the apartheid wall in the West Bank (b, c).

Occupied with Nonviolence: a Palestinian Woman Speaks, Jean Zaru (of Ramallah Friends Meeting) Available from Quakerbooks.com; cheaper from Amazon.ca (a)
An Israeli in Palestine: Resisting Dispossession, Redeeming Israel, Jeff Halper
(some b )—but mostly background and visions for the future. In this book, Jeff Halper does not speak about nonviolent resistance as such, except in reference to his involvement in the rebuilding of homes demolished by the occupation forces in the course of pursuing the political aims of imposition of a “matrix of control” over Palestine. Throughout his book, Jeff applies a unique combination of anthropological know-how and in-the-field, both to elucidate the roots of the conflict and to propose its reframing “outside the box” of “the three parts of the Israeli framing—the paradigm of tribal nationalism, ethnocracy and security”)—advocating for a regionally based, internationally supported alternative to the “one-state/two-state paradigm,” which he sees as a receding option. In fact, in his contributions to Refusing to be Enemies, Jeff introduces a number of the ideas that are explored in greater depth in An Israeli in Palestine.
Dark Hope: Working for Peace in Israel and Palestine, David Shulman
(b) mainly anecdotes from the author’s experience as an activist with the Israeli (Palestinian- and Jewish-) organization Ta'ayush.
Living the Intifada, Andrew Rigby (London, Zed, 1991) examines the Palestinian intifada as a day-to-day experience with detailed analysis of education, health and the economy under occupation. Writing contemporaneously, Andew Rigby "seeks to bring out what makes the first intifada possible as a form of unarmed resistance involving an entire population" (quoted from civilresistance.info). When the Rain Returns: Toward Justice and Reconciliation in Palestine and Israel, International Quaker working Party on Israel and Palestine (especially the chapter “An Opening for Nonviolence. ”

(a, b) (Lynne Reiner 2006) Abu-Nimer provides a brief survey of Palestinian and Israeli groups, and international bodies with Palestinian leadership, engaged in nonviolent resistance, both separately and in joint initiatives—their strengths and weaknesses as well as the different challenges this approach faces in the two societies and lessons upon which to build for the future of the NVDA movement—ending with a strong endorsement of joint activities (in opposing the occupation) as “the main window through which an image of the reality of the occupation can be transmitted and framed in a constructive way for political change in Israel.” In his essay, Abu-Nimer... looks specifically at nonviolent resistance, including a discussion of obstacles encountered by nonviolent action campaigns mounted by Israeli and Palestinian groups, attitudes towards joint participation, and “lessons learned.”

Essays/interviews by prominent Israeli activists (including two Palestinian-Israelis) describing what they and their organizations are doing and what drew them to this kind of activism. Includes frequent references to nonviolence.

On the Border, Michel Warschawski ".... Warschawski recounts how he became radicalized, and muses on the vibrancy of border cultures that welcome and engage with strangers–where languages exchange phrases and people trade foods." "Warschawski was the founder of the Alternative Information Centre in Jerusalem, a Palestinian-Israeli organization that disseminates information, research and political analysis on Palestinian and Israeli societies as well as the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, while promoting cooperation between Palestinians and Israelis based on the values of social justice, solidarity and community involvement."
Creative Resistance: Anecdotes of Nonviolent Action by Israel-based Groups, Maxine Kaufman Nunn, ed. (i.e., me in my previous name; Alternative Information Center, Jerusalem 1993 English/ 1994 Hebrew). This interview-based survey of nonviolent actions by Israeli groups (and a few mixed groups based in Jerusalem or Tel Aviv) was written in the hope that a collection of accounts of nonviolent actions by Palestinians (compiled by a Palestinian writer/editor) would soon follow. The time was not ripe; hence, my insistence on the inclusion in the preparations for RTBE of a Palestinian partner (Ghassan Andoni) from its earliest planning stages. Voices from a ‘Promised Land’: Palestinian & Israeli Peace Activists Speak Their Hearts, Penny Rosenwasser (Curbstone Press 1992). In some ways a close parallel to Refusing to be Enemies, Rosenwasser’s collection of first-intifada-era interviews with Palestinian and Israeli activists—a few of whom do mention nonviolence specifically—gives a valuable snapshot of activism in a period spanning the heady early days of the first intifada and the increasing oppression of the 1991 Gulf War period, ending with a note of hope in the “peace process” initiated with the Madrid Conference of October 1991.

International
Peace Under Fire: Israel, Palestine and the International Solidarity Movement more historical and less personal than Live from Palestine, imho
Gaza: Beneath the Bombs, Sharyn Locke and Sarah Irving. Gripping eye-witness account of Sharyn's experiences in Gaza with ISM and local healthcare workers during and after "Operation Cast Lead": (see also her original blog posts archived at http://talestotell.wordpress.com/ )
A Month by the Sea: Encounters in Gaza (2013) and Between River and Sea: Encounters in Israel and Palestine (2015) by Dervla Murphy (available cheaply through Amazon's "marketplace"). Travel writing with attitude. I met Dervla when she attended one of my book-related presentations in Ireland in the spring of 2012. She had spent a month in Gaza the previous summer and was completing a book based on her experiences and observations; also to come, a book about her 2008 and 2010 visits to Israel and the West Bank (which came out in 2015). I finally bought both of these on line a few weeks ago (she's written a dozen or more similar books about her travels the world over, often on bicycle, over the past 50 years or so), now at much reduced price, shipped from the UK. Full of keen observations and little-known background to the news, as well as often heart-wrenching personal stories.
Looking towards the future:
Sharing the Land of Canaan: Human Rights and the Israeli-Palestinian Struggle, Mazin Qumsiyeh 
One Country: A Bold Proposal to End the Israeli-Palestinian Impasse, Ali Abunimah (I was so impressed, I wrote a review for Amazon.ca: "As the flyleaf of One Country describes it, this book is "[c]lear-eyed, sharply reasoned, and compassionate." Beginning with a moving description of his parents' and grandparents' expulsion from their homes during the creation of the State of Israel, Abunimah's book continues, with a gratifying absence of political polemic, to lay out the facts (all accurate, to my knowledge, and extensively documented in the endnotes) and reasoning behind his premise that a two-state solution is no longer feasible and that one state, shared by both peoples, is not only desirable but also a realistic goal. In addition to being quite convincing, this is a beautifully and inspiringly written book. A definite 'must-read.'"

A few concluding quotes from activists mentioned on the weekend
Jean Zaru (of Ramallah Friends Meeting) on nonviolence:
Many Palestinians have chosen the nonviolent struggle out of a faith base, because they feel that all of us are created in God's image and to harm this image - or the dignity of any people - is really doing something wrong. Others find that strategically, with the imbalance of power, using military means is not helpful in our struggle. I don't mean just the imbalance of power between the Israelis and the Palestinians on the level of military equipment and nuclear weapons, and so on. It is also the media in the West that have unfortunately played a big part to present the Palestinians struggling for freedom and self-determination as terrorists...
Daoud Nasser (Tent of Nations) on responsibility: Whether to go on the political level, whether to inform other people to come and see, whether to--anything is possible. You are here to make a difference, but we are not telling people what to do. We are opening the theme, saying "this is the situation, and now you are responsible. Don't tell me, 'I'm not responsible' any more. You are responsible. But, if you don't [want] to bear this responsibility, close the page and say 'I don't want to know any more,' but please don't tell me, 'I didn't know.'" So this is how we try, and this is our message, even to Israeli people.
Issa Amro (of Youth Against Settlements, Hebron/el-Khalil - excerpt from July 27 article about the massive nonviolent protests that led to the removal of recently installed metal dectectors at the al-Aqsa Mosque, in the Forward (http://forward.com/opinion/378158/the-al-aqsa-protests-prove-that-palestinian-nonviolence-has-arrived/)
It is my belief that nonviolence is our best defense against the ongoing occupation and land grabs that we face every day, whether that be in Jerusalem, Hebron, Nablus or elsewhere.. . . It is our best defense against the assaults on our basic human rights, including our right to pray. And this past week proves that my belief is spreading throughout Palestinian society.

What you witnessed this week when Israel took down the metal detectors was nothing short of the triumph of nonviolence over the occupation. . . . 
We must encourage nonviolent resistance at all costs, and discourage any act of violence, and in turn, the media should turn its attention to our (ignored) nonviolent triumph. . . . 
We must build on the momentum we have gathered. We must organize and expand. As we gather in peaceful protest at al-Aqsa, we must move these prayer protests to the Western Wall, to the settlements of Bet El and Kiryat Arba, to the military courts and to the Jewish-only busses and roads. 

As Henry David Thoreau said, “dissent without civil disobedience is consent.” Our refusals to accept the changes at al-Aqsa have been a mass exercise of civil disobedience and we have immediately seen their power. . . .

Though our victory, even through nonviolence, will not be without sacrifice, let us keep in mind that it is worth it and that we are ever closer to our goals.

May our prayers outside of al-Aqsa be the beginning of our attaining freedom, dignity, equality, and human rights.
